ENCHANTING MAIDEN CALLS

LIVERPOOL

Excited onlookers and TV crews gathered
expectantly on the Mersey as

QUEEN ELIZABETH performed an
elegant 180-degree ' pirouette’ necessary
to berth followed by a blast on her whistle
to greet the city. We invited all 2,000 of
QUEEN ELIZABETH's guests to a special
concert held in Liverpool Cathedral, where
the Royal Liverpool Philharmonic Orchestra,
conductor Antony Inglis, Lesley Garrett and
Jenny Williams were among those helping
us celebrate *The Magnificent Elizabeths.
Several speakers related their personal
experience of the Elizabeths, among them
Carol Thatcher and Maureen Ryan, who
served on the original QUEEN ELIZABETH
and QE2. Most moving of all were the words
of Simon Weston OBE who had been aboard
QE?2 during her service as a troopship in the
Falklands War. Severely injured during the
conflict, Simon reflected on those who did not
return, especially from his own regiment, the
First Battalion Welsh Guards. At that moment,

the cathedral's main doors opened and the
full Band of the Welsh Guards marched in to
a spine-tingling rendition of *Sailing.” It was
an extraordinary moment, and there was still
time for one more — a rousing finale of * You'l

Never Walk Alone.’

BOSTON

The city of Boston holds great historical
significance for Cunard Line as it was
the first U.S. city that Cunard's first ship,
Britannia, called on at the conclusion of her
maiden voyage from Liverpool, England in
1840. Welcoming QUEEN ELIZABETH to
this historic port for the first time were David
Mackey, Interim CEO of the Massachusetts
Port Authority, along with local dignitaries,
and port and local tourism officials. As part
of the traditional maiden call plagque
ceremony, Mackey and Captain Christopher
Wells exchanged plaques to commemorate
the special day. Joining the welcome
celebration was Nancy Haas of Shreve,
Crump & Low, America’s oldest and finest

jeweller, who presented Captain Wells with
an exclusive Boston Harbor Bowl in honour
of QUEEN ELIZABETH's maiden visit.
This relationship dates back to 1840 when
the jeweller presented Samuel Cunard with the
silver Boston Cup, commemorating the line’s
first U.S. call to Boston. The Boston Cup now
resides aboard flagship QUEEN MARY 2.

QUEEN ELIZABETH celebrated his legacy
on her maiden call to his hometown of
Halifax, Nova Scotia in September. She
berthed beside the bronze statue of Sir
Samuel Cunard — which recently took up a
more prominent position on the waterfront.
There was a superb photo opportunity —
especially when some of Samuel Cunard’s
direct descendants joined a re-dedication
ceremony for the statue.

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HEALTHY EATING AT HOME,
THE CANYON RANCH WAY

Scott Uehlein is the Corporate Chef for Canyon Ranch® and oversees the food and beverage for all
their facilities, including those on QUEEN MARY 2. In this role, Scott is one of the creative culinary
minds behind the healthy Canyon Ranch SpaClub® options that appear on our flagship’s menus,
working closely with Cunard's award-winning Chef Jean-Marie Zimmermann and the staff on board
to design these nutritious selections. Now Scott hopes to inspire healthier mealtimes at home too, even
when you're short of time, by passing on a few of his favourite tips and tricks.

Trim unnecessary fat and calories

* When sautéing foods, spray oil instead of pouring. One table-
spoon of oil in a pan adds 90 calories and 15 grams of fat to a
dish. Spraying adds about one third of a teaspoon per pump and
only about one gram of fat.

* Instead of adding a lot of cream or butter to a dish, try balancing
flavours by incorporating sweet, sour, bitter and salty elements.
Sweet may be a touch of sweetener or fruit, sour may be a squeeze
of citrus juice, bitter may be chopped olive and salty means properly
seasoned with sea salt, not excessively salty. You may find you are
using less fat if you look at flavours.

Basics for the freezer

* Home-made chicken stock: | simmer chicken bones after we roast
a chicken for dinner, cool the stock and freeze it in containers or
bags. For a quick meal just add chicken meat, carrots, celery and
onions and simmer. You can serve this as a soup or thicken slightly
with cornstarch and serve over noodles.

* Vegetables for stir fry: | prefer fresh vegetables, but | do have
frozen for the nights we need something really fast.

* Edamame: both in the shell (great as a starter) and out of the
shell (great to roast as a snack or mash as a starch).

* A variety of nuts and seeds. Keeping
them in the freezer maximises
their freshness.

Healthy, easy side dishes
* Spinach with garlic and olive oil (done in a couple of minutes).

¢ Sliced tomatoes (when in season with a little salt).
* Sliced cucumbers with onion, vinegar and a pinch of salt.

* Stir fried veggies (whatever is in season) with garlic, ginger and a
touch of soy sauce.

Condiments to spice up a dish

* Sweet chilli sauce: use it on fish, chicken or stir fry or as an
ingredient in a dish that may need a hint of sweet and spicy.

* Sambal sauce: a spicy chilli paste that | use in cucumber salsq,
Thai noodles, etc. Be sure to look for one without sulphites.

* Hot sauce: because | truly dislike the flavour of preservatives, | make
my own with peppers, vinegar, garlic, onions and spices. But there
are brands out there without preservatives. | use hot sauce on eggs,
chicken, fish, in stir fry dishes, on sandwiches, etc.

‘Maple spread’: | use a maple sugar/maple syrup mixture on toast
or even in place of sugar in certain preparations — the flavour is

awesome and all natural.

Robert shot to prominence playing the
title role in the four-part mini-series Jesus
of Nazareth in 1977, and agent Richard
Hannay in both a film version of The

Thirty-Nine Steps (1978) and a later

television series. Robert also teamed up with

his friend, comedian Jasper Carrott, for The
Detectives, a spoof police sitcom during
the 1990s. Indeed, it was with Jasper
Carrott that Robert last joined a Cunard
voyage, aboard QQE2 in 2000 when they
performed a “Couple of talks as

a double act. Mayhem ensued,

enormous fun.” This time, Robert’s two
seminars had a literary slant, one on the
subject of Jane Austen and one on Charles
Dickens; both were very well received. He
joked about the gap between these two
appearances: ‘It's taken 11 years to be
invited back for my second voyage. All |
can say is, | hope | don't have to wait so
long for the next.”
